Dear colleagues and friends,

during the Conference, you will have the opportunity to present and share positive experiences, or so called good practices. There will be different possibilities for sharing, each of them having a specific focus. You will have the opportunity to share your good practice during the workshop, fair or contribute with a description of a good practice to the final report of the Conference. It is up to you to choose, which format fits you the best. We would only like to ask you to let us know about your choice through the registration form to make sure we can accommodate all your needs connected with your presentation.


FAIR

The Fair will give you space to present your good practice. When presenting it during the fair you will have your own space to share information about the good practice. You can choose your own way how you display the information about your good practice and you can use this space as well for presenting your organization/institution. However it is important that during the presentation you will address the guiding questions bellow. 

For the presentations the following things will be available:

· a standing board: can be used for posters, pictures etc.)

· a small table: for publications, leaflets

· a beamer: there will be only two beamers for the whole fair, so to make sure we would advice you to bring your own laptops

· post-its, colored papers, markers and other relevant stationery

Guiding questions that should be answered:

· What was the impulse for your project/initiative?

· What was the topic and how did you work with it?

· What did you achieve?

Which further steps your project/initiative initiated?

FINAL REPORT

To contribute with a good practice from the field of volunteering to the final report of the conference it is necessary to fill in the form bellow.  The form is pre-structured in order to have the same format of all the contributions to make it easier to understand by anyone. However the questions underneath are just guiding questions and it is up to you which aspects of the good practice you decide to describe. In the same time it is important that your description will be understandable for anyone that didn’t hear about your project/initiative before. The recommended length is one A4 page, but maximum two A4 pages.

Even though the report will be published after the Conference itself we would like to ask you to send us your contributions by 10th March. The general reporter of the Conference will contact you, before or during the Conference, to clarify any issues if needed.
