at the European Centre for Modern Languages (ECML) in Graz, Austria

The European Centre for Modern Languages is an institution of the Council of Europe based in Graz, Austria. The Centre focuses on promoting innovation and excellence in language education. Since its establishment in 1995 the ECML has launched approximately 100 European language education projects involving language education professionals from over 40 countries. The Centre has published over 70 practical training kits, guides, research findings, reference materials and frameworks dealing with current challenges in language education such as standard-setting, promoting quality and excellence, innovation through content based language education, application of ICT and developing language skills for a competitive job market. The ECML cooperates with representatives of Ministries of Education, Language education practitioners at grassroots level, INGOs involved in language education and national cultural institutes.
Within its 2012-2015 programme (www.ecml.at/learningthroughlanguages) the ECML will sponsor a fellowship supporting the work of two of the Centre’s current projects: 
Using open resources to develop online teaching skills (MoreDOTS)
and

Empowering language networks (LACS)

The fellowship will be awarded to a young graduate from an ECML member state
. The fellow will be chosen by the ECML in co-operation with the coordinators of the above projects. Selection criteria will be based upon the expected profile and qualifications of the fellow, as outlined below.
The fellowship will be based at the ECML in Graz, Austria and will cover a period of six months: approximately 50 % of the time will be dedicated to the MoreDOTS project and 50% to the LACS project.
Objectives of the fellowship: 
1. More DOTS:

· establishing and maintaining communication with organizations involved in non-formal and informal language learning and informing them of the More DOTS project; 

· communication with participants on the More DOTS workspace (moodle.dots.ecml.at)
· maintaining the More DOTS workspace and its reorganization to fit the needs of the target group

LACS:
· building on the LACS team’s ongoing regional audit to produce a Directory of associations and other language organisations, which will serve as a communications tool for the LACS team and the public; 
· supporting the LACS communications strategy, with regular use of Twitter and Facebook, enhancement of the project website engagement with e-discussions, and support with organisation of a LACS regional event;
· liaising with the Mediation Link Person to engage with specified ECML projects;
· supporting the selection and collection of case studies on ECML project engagement.
Expected outputs of the fellowship:

1. More DOTS:

· a contact list (email list, Excel sheet) of interested parties, multipliers, policy makers

· More DOTS workspace organized in a way that fits the needs of the target group 
· Establishment of a self-sustaining community of practice on the More DOTS workspace
2. LACS:
· a searchable Directory of associations and other language organizations, to be located on the project website

· a record of communications via social media

· an enhanced website to include information on other ECML projects as well as associations and other language organisations

Duration of the fellowship: 1 March – 31 August 2013 

Profile: a post-graduate in the area of languages and/or education.
Expected qualifications, skills and experience:

· language skills: English (C1 or higher), French (B2 or higher), German (B2 or higher);

· ICT skills: advanced level, experience with Moodle desirable but not essential; 

· background in language teaching and/or second language acquisition required; 

· language teaching experience (desirable); 

· good team-working skills; 

· result-oriented working style.
Conditions: the ECML offers lump-sum allowance of 6,500 EUR covering the 6 month duration of the fellowship. Travel costs will not be covered. The fellow will be insured against accident and sickness occurring in the course of the fellowship. The fellow will also be entitled to 2 days of leave per month. The ECML will assist the successful candidate in finding accommodation.
Procedure: applications should be submitted on the form provided. In addition, candidates should include two documents:

· a language passport issued online by Europass/Cedefop 

· a one page statement of motivation in English indicating their key qualifications, skills and experiences which will allow them to produce the expected outputs of the fellowship (as listed above).
