on the 8th session of the Czech - Greek

Joint Committee for Science and technology

Prague, 31st OCTOBER 2005

On October 31st, 2005 the delegations of the Czech Republic and the Hellenic Republic  held their 8th Joint Committee meeting in Prague in order to establish the Bilateral Co-operation Working Programme on Science and Technology for the years 2005- 2007.

The delegation of the Hellenic Republic was headed by

H.E. Mr Vassilios Ikossipentarchos, Ambassador of Greece in Czech Republic

The delegation of the Czech Republic was headed by Ing. Petr Křenek, CSc, Director of Department of International Co-operation in Research and Development, Ministry of Education, Youth and Sports.

The members of the two delegations are listed in Annex I( the agenda of the meeting is attached as Annex II.

The Joint Committee held its meeting according to the following agenda:

I. Information on the actual situation of the national R&D system by both Sides

Both sides :

· expressed their satisfaction with the present  Greek - Czech co-operation under the Protocol of the 7th Session  signed in Athens, on 17. – 18 March 2003

· exchanged up-to date information on R&D and expressed their interest to encourage and contribute scientific and technological co-operation within the EU 7th Framework  Programme and European Research Area 

II. Review of the Working Programme adopted by the 7th Meeting of the joint Committee (Athens, 17-18 March 2003)

Scientific and technological co-operation was very intensive and 27 projects adopted in 2003 made a favourable condition for further development of mutual co-operation.


The results of all adopted and supported projects were evaluated under regulations of the respective countries.

III. Adoption of the Working Programme for the years 2005 - 2007

Both sides evaluated 69 projects submitted proposals from which 35 were selected. They are listed in Annex III.

The approved project come from the following areas: Astronomy-Space Science, Health Science, New Materials – Nanotechnology, Information and Communication Technology, Energy. 

IV. Financial Conditions and Quota of the Co-operation

The two Sides agreed upon the financial provisions and administration procedures as follows :

i. The sending party will cover the travel expenses of its scientists. The receiving party will cover the accommodation and dailly allowance cost of the scientists of the sending party.

Czech Republic

The Czech Side will fund a daily living cost of 455 CZK plus accommodation, for both short  and long term visits.

Greece

                 For short term visits (up to 10 days) the Greek Side will fund a per diem

                 allowance of 110 Euros.

                 In the case of these long-term visits to Greece the monthly allowance is 

                 1.100 Euros/month.

                 The Greek Side envisages the possibility of extending several research  

                 fellowships to selected Czech or Greek scientists for a duration of up to 3

months.
Both parties agreed that emergency health insurance of the participating scientists including medical care while on a mission should be covered by the participating scientists or their institutions.

Upon conclusion of a project, a final report on the results achieved should be submitted. The evaluation will be made in accordance with regulations of both countries and on the basis of how well the aims set forth by the projects proposals have been achieved.

V. Date and place of the 9th Meeting of the Joint Committee 

The two parties have agreed to hold the 9th Joint Committee Meeting in Athens during the second semester of 2007. The specific date of the Meeting will be mutually agreed by the Parties. In case the two parties wish to review the status of the implementation of the Working Programme, an interim meeting might be proposed and agreed.

The Working Programme will enter into force on the date of signature of the present Protocol.
