


BRNO A UNIVERZITA

Brno, metropole Moravy, je centrem mezindrodnich veletrhii, pramyslu, védy, techniky
a uméni. Miizeme zde nalézt fadu muzei, archivli a knihoven. Vynikajici povést ziskalo Brno
diky Brnénské filharmonii a velice znama jsou i brnénska divadla.

V Brn¢ zila a pracovala celd fady zndmych osobnosti: Josef Dobrovsky, Gregor Mendel, Leo$
Janacek, Viktor Kaplan a Roma Jacobson.

Jednou z nejvyznamnéjSich védeckych a vzdé€lavacich instituci v Brné je Masarykova
univerzita. Vznikla jako vysledek vice nez padesatiletého zapasu ceské spolecnosti o zalozeni
druhé ceské univerzity. Pfi jejim vzniku zahajily Cinnost Ctyfi fakulty — prdv, mediciny,
filozofie a ptirodoveédy. V roce 1946 byla zalozena pedagogicka fakulta, v roce 1991 fakulta
ekonomicko-spravni, v roce 1994 fakulta informatiky a roku 1997 fakulta socidlnich studii.
V letech 1960 — 1990 nesla univerzita jméno Jana Evangelisty Purkyné.

Letni Skola slovanskych (bohemistickych) studii je organizovana Kabinetem cestiny
pro cizince FF MU.

Program Letni Skoly

Jadro vyuky je soustiedéno do péti vyucovacich hodin dopoledne a skldda se z intenzivnich

jazykovych kurzii, specidlnich seminafii a prednasek.

Jazykové kurzy jsou rozdéleny podle irovné znalosti ¢eského jazyka:

- pro uplné zacatecniky jsou pfipraveny intenzivni kurzy na bazi anglictiny a némciny
(pfi1 naplnéni kurzu),

- mirn¢ pokrocili mohou navstévovat dvouhodinovy zakladni kurz ¢estiny, dvouhodinovy
kurz konverzace a hodinovy doplikovy kurz; vyuka probihd v ¢esting,

- pro stfedné pokrocilé, pokrocilé a velmi pokrocilé je k dispozici dvouhodinovy zdkladni
kurz, po ném néasleduje dvouhodinovy specidlni seminat vénovany otazkdm piekladu,
stylistiky a ¢eské konverzace. Posledni dvé vyucovaci hodiny jsou vénovany prednaskam
z Geské a slovanské jazykovédy, Eeské literatury, d&jin Moravy a Cech, etnografie atd.

V odpolednich hodinidch maji studenti Letni Skoly moZnost navstévovat hodiny spravné ceské
vyslovnosti, lexikdlné-stylistickych cviceni, interpretace literarniho textu a mohou se zc¢astnit
besed o ¢eské hudbé, d&jindch uméni, mésté Brn¢ atd. Zacatecnici I a II mohou své znalosti
ziskané v dopolednich kurzech prohlubovat v hodinach jazykovych cviceni.

Pro nejpokrocilejsi je pripraven specidlni lingvisticky a literdrni seminai. Vecery jsou
vyhrazeny pro filmova pfedstaveni, na nichz budou promitdny zajimavé ceské filmy.

Program Letni Skoly rovnéZz zahrnuje fadu celodennich exkurzi na historicky zajimava mista
Moravy a Cech. Sekretariat Kabinetu &estiny pro cizince je pfipraven umoznit zajemctim
samostatnou praci v archivech aknihovnach a na pozadani zprostfedkuje 1 individualni
konzultace s profesory a dal§imi pracovniky Filozofické fakulty MU.

Organizace Letni Skoly

Letni Skoly se tucastni reciproCni stipendisté Ceského Ministerstva Skolstvi, mladeze
a télovychovy (MSMT CR), stipendisté Masarykovy univerzity a Kabinetu &estiny pro cizince
Filozofické fakulty MU, poptipadé i jinych kulturnich instituci, a samoplétci.

Utastnici budou ubytovani v univerzitnim letnim hotelu. Snidané a obédy ve dnech vyuky
(pondéli — ctvrtek, sobota) jsou poddvany v univerzitni menze.

BRNO AND THE UNIVERSITY

Brno, metropolis of Moravia, city of international trade fairs, centre of industry, science,
technology, and arts. We can find here numerous museums, archives, and libraries.
Outstanding reputation was gained by the Brno Philharmonic orchestra, and also Brno
theatres are very well known.

Various famous persons lived and worked in Brno: Josef Dobrovsky, Gregor Mendel, Leos
Janacek, Viktor Kaplan and Roman Jacobson.

One of the most outstanding scientific and educational institutions in Brno is the Masaryk
University. It was founded as a result of a more than fifty-year long struggle of Czech society
for establishing the second Czech university. On its foundation in 1919 the University
consisted of four faculties: Law, Medicine, Arts, and Sciences. In 1946 the Faculty
of Education and in 1991 the Faculty of Economics and Administration were established.
In the period 1960 — 1990 the university bore the name of Jan Evangelista Purkyné.

DEPARTMENT OF CZECH FOR FOREIGNERS

The Department of Czech for Foreigners was established in 1993 on the basis of the 25 years
of experience that Masaryk University’s Faculty of Arts had hitherto gathered from its
Summer School of Slavonic Studies. Due to burgeoning interest in Czech studies,
the Department came up with several new courses in addition to the month-long course.

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Summer School of Slavonic (Czech) Studies
(XLIX. session) 16™ July — 13™ August 2016

The Summer School of Slavonic Studies is organized by the Department of Czech
for Foreigners, Faculty of Arts, Masaryk University.

Programme of the Summer School

The focus of the lessons is five teaching hours in the morning and consists of an intensive
language course, special seminars and lectures.

Three types of language course are available:

- intensive course for complete beginners based on English or German,

- a course for pre-intermediate students — two hours of basic Czech, two hours
of conversation and a one-hour special course every day; lessons are in Czech,

- a course for intermediate, advanced and very advanced students — two hours of basic
language instruction followed by a one-hour special seminar dedicated to translation and
stylistics, two hours of Czech linguistics, literature, history, ethnography, etc.

In the afternoons, Summer School students can attend linguistics and literature seminars,
lexical-stylistic exercises, seminar on interpretation of a literary text and informal seminars
on music, history of art, history of Brno, etc. Beginners I and II have the opportunity to attend
additional lessons of linguistic exercises in order to develop the knowledge they have attained
in their morning lessons.

A special linguistic and literary seminar has been prepared for the most advanced students.
Evenings are reserved for presentations of Czech films.

The programme also includes day-long excursions to places of historical interest in the Czech
Republic. For those interested, the Department of Czech for foreigners is prepared to organize
individual work in archives and libraries or individual consultations with professors
from the Faculty of Arts.

Organisation of the Summer School

The Summer School is also open to holders of scholarships granted by the Czech Ministry
of Education, Youth and Sports and Masaryk University, those funded by other cultural
institutions, as well as to paying participants.

Participants are accommodated in the university summer hotel. On school days (Monday —
Thursday, Saturday) breakfasts and lunches will be served in the university canteen.

For paying participants the fee for the four-week course is CZK 34.400,- (covers registration
fee, tuition fee, accommodation, meals (half board) and costs associated with excursions).

Participant can pay the school-fee in any foreign currency equal to the above-mentioned price
in Czech Crowns.

A registration non-refundable fee of CZK 5.000,- is payable by 15™ July at the latest.

The remainder may be either transferred to the same account or paid in cash (in CZK) after
the participant’s arrival at the Summer School, to the treasurer at the Summer School Office.

Paying participants who have already arranged private accommodation in Brno may attend
the Summer School for a reduced price:
reduced price = tuition fees + meals + excursions................cccccevviiininnnnnn. CZK 26.000,-

Participant can pay the school-fee in any foreign currency equal to the above-mentioned price
in Czech Crowns.

A registration non-refundable fee of CZK 5.000,- is payable by 15" 7 uly at the latest.

After submitting the application the given amount must be transferred to the above-mentioned
account. The applicant is required to pay the bank charges!

The remainder may be either transferred to the same account or paid in cash (in CZK), after
the participant's arrival at the Summer School, to the treasurer at the Summer School Office.

Conditions of acceptance

The number of places in the course is limited to approximately 150 participants. Some places
are reserved for holders of scholarships granted by the Czech Ministry of Education, Youth
and Sports on the basis of bilateral cultural agreements. Candidates for these scholarships
should send their application to the relevant authorities (usually the Ministry of Education)
in their own countries. Other places are reserved for self-paying participants.

The filled-in application form must be sent by post, e-mail or fax to the address
of the Department of Czech for Foreigners to arrive no later than 22" May 2016
(scholarship holders — via the Czech Ministry of Education, Youth and Sports)
and 10™ July 2016 (paying participants).

The Secretariat will immediately inform both holders of scholarships and paying participants
whether they have been accepted (by 15" July at the latest).

The chosen option (full price or reduced price) must be in the application form clearly
marked.

Conditions of acceptance are the same for scholarship holders as well as for paying
participants.
