Please fill in the “Evaluation form A” in English and don´t use any other language even if you are appending annexes. At the same time, please don´t change the structure of the “Evaluation form A” in any way and don´t alter the questions. It is possible to add any relevant information beyond the defined questions, but within the limited extent. 
If it is necessary to exceed recommended extent of an answer please use an annex. Any annex attached to the “Evaluation form A” shall be prepared in English. If you refer to a document or other information source (e.g. video), which may be reached publicly, you may use a direct link (website address), but the information source shall be English written/spoken.
The extent of filled “Evaluation form A” shall not exceed 35 pages, including annexes. Please keep in mind that annexes appended to the “Evaluation form A” are of accompanying nature only and shall not be meant as substituting the answers provided in the “Evaluation form A”.  

If your answer to a partial question of the “Evaluation form A” is negative or “not relevant” please specify your answer in detail and provide the evaluators with comments. By doing so you will help the evaluators to understand the actual context of your answer.

Applicant shall provide an electronic version of filled “Evaluation form A”, including annexes, by using the “doc” (Microsoft Word) and PDF format.
