en | The first Czech Presidency of the EU Council, for which our country

had been preparing for several years, came to an end at the end of
June 2009 on the River Vitava in Prague with the handing over of
the symbalic baton to our Swedish colleagues. No matter whether
we take a truly critical look at the Czech Presidency or whether

we focus on its achievements and positive outcomes - and there
were far more than a few - we must realise that for the Czech
Republic and its politicians and civil servants this was a unique and

incomparable experience that involved both benefits and difficulties.

The potential of achieving results in various agendas also differed
depending on the situation in the administrative areas of individual
ministries and the related formations of the EU Council. The Czech
Republic's officials would have surely wished to take over the
leading role in Europe during a far calmer period. They assumed
the presidency at the time of intensifying economic crisis that, of
course, affected not only the socio-economic development in Eu-
rope, but also the areas of education, research and development.
Although many steps had been taken by the French Presidency, the
main portion of responsibility fell on the Czech administration.

For the entire six months' period the Czech Republic, represented
by the Prime Minister, was, above all, the leader of the Euro-
pean Council - i.e. the heads of state or chiefs of government of
EU member countries. Member countries take turn in this post
every six months and during this period the presiding country is
“the voice and face" of the EU, speaking on behalf of all twenty
seven member countries. At the same time it prepares and chairs
meetings of the EU Council, and represents this body at meet-
ings with other EU institutions such as the European Parliament
and the European Commission. Last but not least, the presiding
country represents the Union externally, for example in inter-
national organisations and in negotiations with third countries.
During the presidency some three thousand meetings from the
highest to the lowest level take place in Brussels, in the presiding
country and elsewhere in the world. As the country holding the
EU Council presidency in the first half of 2009, the Czech Republic

compromise between member states of the European Union.
Moreover, for Czech civil servants the presidency was a test of
maturity of a kind, a test of their diplomatic and organisational
capacities. The main objective of the Czech Republic was to stand
the test and to confirm its role as a competent and developed
country that has its own assured position among other countries
of the European Union, a country that can listen to other member
states, anticipate their standpoints and act as a mediator, as well
as a country that comes up with its own ideas and initiatives and
leaves its mark on the political map of contemporary Europe.

One of the tasks of the presiding country is to convene, organise
and chair all meetings of the Council and its working groups, to
prepare agendas for these meetings and to establish the order of
business, depending on their urgency. Another no less important
task of the presiding country, that has already been mentioned,

is to strive for a generally accepted compromise. Therefore during
important meetings on contraversial topics where the views of
the countries differ, the presiding country acts as a “negotiator”
trying to achieve agreement. This role was performed, above

all, by Czech ministers, and, at the level of working groups, by
(Czech chairpersons of these groups sent to Brussels by various
ministries including the Ministry of Education. Even at the time
when preparations for the presidency were underway in 2008,
the Czech Republic had to be mapping conscientiously all topics
that might or should be discussed during the presidency (so-called
"sector agendas"). This preparatory work was then reflected in
the agendas for the EU Council meetings (formations consisting
of ministers for the relevant sector) - both the formal meetings in
Brussels and Luxembourg and informal meetings in the CR, as well
as in the agendas of working groups and sub-groups.

So how far did the Czech Republic manage to accomplish the tasks
set by the Czech Presidency of the EU Council in the area of educa-
tion, vocational training, youth, research, development and sports?

en| The following chapters, structured according to the priority areas,

should provide at least a partial answer to this question. They fo-
cus primarily on objective indicators - i.e. the agendas discussed,
documents and events held. From this vantage point the chapters
provide information both about the general context of the
relevant presidency agenda and implementation of its priorities
and about the various events held in the Czech Republic and in
Brussels. On the territory of the Czech Republic alone the Ministry
of Education, Youth and Sports (MoEYS) was directly responsible
for the organisation of 28 presidency events that took up a total
of 60 days and were attended by 3,816 delegates. In addition

to its own official meetings, the MoEYS supported a number of
additional expert and cultural accompanying events. The impact
of some of the decisions made at meetings held under the Czech
Presidency will be of a long-term nature. Nevertheless, according
to the participants’ responses and data available, it is apparent
already that Czech negotiators have made major progress in the
agenda for all four areas. It was not always easy to deal with
issues such as changing or harmonising the European qualifica-
tion systems, comparing forms of cooperation between schools
and employers, coordinating the mobility of European researchers
or negotiating common support for education and youth in the
conditions determined by a global economic crisis. And what is
more, these were mostly topics that were not rewarding in terms
of media attention and would not lead to sensational conclusions.
However, all the presidency events had something in common

- the art of compromise and open and factual communication
between European partners. They could be managed also thanks
to the faultless teamwork of several dozen people who prepared
these events in terms of both content and organisation and who,
at the same time, could rely on their colleagues at organisations
directly managed by the MoEYS. With a bit of exaggeration we
may say that the presidency was a marathon with not one but
twenty seven winners. You will certainly see this for yourself when
leafing through this publication.

Global economic
downturn sets the agenda

The discussions during the first event of the Czech
Presidency - the meeting of the High-Level Group for
European cooperation in education before the official
launch of the presidency (15 and 16 December 2008) -
were already strongly influenced by the deepening crisis.
The global economic downturn of 2008 and 2009, which
grew from a financial crisis in several developed economies,
was also the main topic of discussion for ministers
responsible for education at their formal as well as informal
meetings during the Czech Presidency. The ministers of all
EU countries convened for the first time on 16 February

at the meeting of the EU Education Council in Brussels
where they adopted the so-called Key Messages. These
messages are traditionally presented to the leading officials
of member countries so that they may become familiar with
the objectives for the upcoming period before the Spring
European Council. At this meeting the ministers agreed
that the education systems must respond to labour market
requirements and provide basic skills and key competencies
necessary for the personal as well as professional self-
fulfilment of all individuals, and that they must be open

to cooperation with employers and other stakeholders.

As a follow-up to these messages the European Council,

in their conclusions of 20 March, highlighted the role of
partnership in entrepreneurship, research, education and
training. Moreover, the Council called for strengthening
and improving the quality of investment in research,
knowledge and education and, last but not least, stated
that the strategic framework for European cooperation in
education and training was of paramount importance for
the revitalisation of Europe.

The economic downturn and the urgent need to find
appropriate instruments in the area of education and
training also predetermined the subject of a part of the

Priority No. 1: Plan for

the development of European
cooperation in education

for the next 11 years

Even before the outbreak of the global economic crisis of
2008-2009, the Czech Republic had chosen a number of pri-
orities in the area of education and vocational training for its
presidency. The first priority set out was European coopera-
tion in the area of education and training in the next decade.

At the beginning of the second millennium the “Education and
Training 2010" work programme was adopted which set out
the goals, priorities and methods of cooperation in this area
at European level for the period until 2010. As this period was
coming to an end, the member countries began to discuss,
under the Slovenian Presidency (1< half of 2008) and French
Presidency (2 half of 2008), the continuation of European
cooperation in education and training after 2010. The Czech
Republic followed up on the ongoing discussion and chose,

as the first priority of its presidency, to outline a new vision,
goals, principles and priorities for the European Union's
education palicy until 2020.

The main reasons why the Czech Presidency stressed the
need to adopt this vision even before defining the post-Lisbon
strategy included the challenge of responding as promptly as
possible to the economic downturn and showing the direction
in which education may be heading in order to contribute to
future socio-economic growth, and effarts to get ready (inter-
nally - i.e. as part of education policy) for the debate about
the future direction for the Europe-wide education strategy
and related financial flows.

As we have already mentioned, the Czech Republic, through-
out the entire period, sought to make sure that the final
shape of the strategic framework corresponded to a real
consensus among member states. They may therefore identify
with the conclusions adopted and incorporate the goals into
their national strategies and documents. The strategic

training that was adopted at the meeting of the Council of
Ministers of the EU-27 on 12 May therefore follows up on the
preceding programme for education and training. This is also
expressed in its abbreviation - ET 2020 (Education and Train-
ing 2020). In addition to the vision for the development of
education in Europe until 2020 the programme sets out four
strategic objectives that are in compliance with the compre-
hensive facus on lifelong learning (be it formal, non-formal or
informal):

1. Making lifelong learning and mobility a reality;

2. Improving the quality and efficiency of education and train-
ing;

3. Promoting equity, social cohesion and active citizenship;

4. Enhancing creativity and innovation, including entrepre-
neurship, at all levels of education and training.

The framework also encompasses the principles of European
cooperation - i.e. the basic rules and processes such as the
Open Method of Coordination (OMC), interconnectedness with
the Copenhagen process in vocational education and training
and the Bologna process in tertiary education, emphasis on
links to other policy areas (particularly research, emplayment,
etc.), and the necessity of cooperation with international
organisations and third countries. The stress on the flexibility
of the outlined objectives and the importance of achieving
specific results are reflected in the breakdown of the period
into medium-term work cycles for which ministers approve
priority areas on which they wish to focus during each ap-
proximately three-year long cycle.

Perhaps the most lively debate concerned so-called Euro-
pean reference levels (European benchmarks). These are
the targeted average results that member countries should

In addition to these five indicators the European Commis-
sion received a mandate for working further on developing
additional three indicators for mobility, employability and
language learning.

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Priority No. 2: Partnership
of schools and employers
gets a green light

The activities carried out as part of the second priority
developed in a similar manner to those related to the first
priority. As with the first priority, the topic of strengthening
cooperation and partnership between educational institutions
and employers came to the fore in connection with the existing
situation in Europe, and the member countries displayed a very
constructive attitude to these issues. Partnership, together
with the aforementioned strategic framework, became the
main motto of the presidency events and documents dis-
cussed. The first opportunity for the ministers of all EU mem-
ber countries to express their views on this topic was at the
informal meeting of ministers in Prague on 22 and 23 March.
Following the presentation of Leif Johansson, President of

AB Volvo and Chief Executive Officer of the Volvo Group, the
ministers highlighted various benefits of well-functioning coo-
peration between schools and employers. Many of them also
presented examples of good practice at national level.

The issue of partnership was discussed in detail at a con-
ference in Prague on 6 and 7 April that was attended by
representatives of ministries, social partners and educational
institutions from all EU member countries. The discussion

was concerned with issues such as continuing barriers to
effective cooperation, motivational aspects, the development
of skills for the 21t century, support for entrepreneurship and
recognition of qualifications. The results of this debate were
processed by the Czech Presidency and, at the meeting of the
Council of Ministers on 12 May in Brussels, Conclusions of the
Council on enhancing partnership between education and tra-
ining institutions and social partners, in particular employers,
were adopted. In addition to defining all areas for cooperation,
these conclusions also contain a call to all member countries
and the European Commission. Meeting this call should
support the practice of cooperation between both partners at
regional, national and European level.

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Priority No. 3:
Tertiary education and the
Bologna process

The third priority of the Czech Presidency - the future of the
Bologna process after 2010 - was successfully carried at the
conference in Leuven and Louvain-la-Neuve on 28 and 29 April.
The discussion of ministers who support the objectives of

the Bologna process focused, above all, on the possibility of
achieving excellent results in all activities at tertiary education
institutions (be it teaching, research and development or in-
novation, services promoting regional development or support
for lifelong learning). This is associated with diversification of
the mission of individual tertiary education institutions, equity
in access to studies, lifelong learning, the long-term employ-
ahility of graduates, emphasis on interconnection of education,
research, development and innovation, and the mability and
openness of Europe towards other continents. At the end of
the meeting a Communication was adopted that defines the
future direction of the Bologna process until 2020. In the
Communication the ministers set an ambitious goal - by 2020,
20% of graduates of any type of tertiary education within the
entire European area, i.e. the group of countries participating
in the Bologna process, should have experience of studying

at a foreign tertiary education institution or of doing a work
placement abroad. Countries outside Europe were particularly
interested in the first Bologna Policy Forum which was held on
29 April and where ministers of the member countries of the
Bologna process met with their non-European partners (Aus-
tralia, Brazil, Canada, China, Egypt, Ethiopia, Israel, Japan, Ka-
zakhstan, Kyrgyzstan, Mexico, Morocco, New Zealand, Tunisia
and the USA). The most desired areas for cooperation included
recognition of education and its components, qualification
frameworks - implementation of European as well as national
framewaorks, quality assurance systems and methods, and the
mobility of academic staff, students and researchers.

Apart from the most important priorities of the Czech Presi-
dency, attention was also paid to other topics. The year 2009
was declared the European Year of Creativity and Innovation,
which was reflected in an emphasis placed on these two
aspects in most of the documents under discussion. In early
January Prague hosted the kick-off conference that was hon-
oured by the presence of a number of personalities renowned
for their sense of innovation and creative spirit.

In May the Council, the European Parliament and the
European Commission agreed on two recommendations that
are of fundamental importance for the future development
of vocational education and training: the European Credit
System for Vocational Education and Training and the Euro-
pean Quality Assurance Reference Framework for Vocational
Education and Training. As the main portion of work on these
documents was carried out by the French Presidency, the
(Czech Presidency could focus on launching implementation of
the two initiatives at the conference in Prague on 20 May.

Presidency events in the Czech Republic and their
results

During the 181 days Prague hosted over 15 events concerned
with education and training that were on the official list of the
(Czech Presidency. The top-level events included an informal
meeting of education ministers of the EU, the European Eco-
nomic Area and candidate countries. Moreover, there were four
thematic conferences, three DG meetings (tertiary education,
vocational education and training and European cooperation

in education), and several working meetings. Evaluation of
these events and their outcomes can best be made by the

en | invited guests. Evaluation of media commentary is also rather

difficult as education and training policies do not form the most
interesting of topics. Even so, judging from evaluation question-
naires the Czech Republic has no reason to be ashamed. We
may state that all planned documents were adopted without
major drawbacks, three priorities of the Czech Presidency were
implemented, all planned events took place and provided valu-
able information and results. Furthermore, the Czech Presidency
responded in a flexible manner to the socio-economic situation
in Europe and promptly adjusted the agenda so that education
and training could be accompanied by anti-crisis measures or,
possibly, could help prevent similar situations in the future. Last
but not least, it is a pleasure to stress that the presidency took
place in an atmosphere of friendly cooperation with France and
Sweden, the countries of our Presidency Trio.

With regard to the priority concerned with the strategic
framework for European cooperation in education and training,
the Czech Presidency fulfilled its major challenge of attaining

a general consensus on the methods and priorities of further
cooperation until 2020. Now it is up to the following presiden-
cies and the European Commission to determine how the given
strategic framework will be implemented in the forthcoming
decade.

As for the second priority, i.e. partnership between educational
institutions and employers, the Czech Presidency was primarily
concerned with increasing the visibility of this topic at European
level and making sure that it continues to be taken into account
within other initiatives and Community programmes. There is
no doubt that the Czech Presidency has managed to fulfil this
objective.

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European Research Area
without barriers

The area of research, development and innovation is of key
importance for both Czech and other European economies in
ensuring the capacity to compete on the global market. This is
why the Czech Presidency paid major attention to the selection
of priorities in this area to be focused on during the six-month
presidency period. Current trends in further development of the
European Research Area (ERA), resulting from discussions held
in the first half of 2008, as well as recommendations presented
by the European Commission in the same year, were the main
factors in determining the priorities. The priorities in the area
of research, development and innovation reflected the motto of
the Czech Presidency “Europe Without Barriers” as well as the
current key programme area “A Competitive and Open Europe”.
The priorities were: a) European research infrastructures, b) the
development of researchers' careers and removing mobility bar-
riers, and c) the effectiveness of European research programmes
and their impact on Europe's competitiveness.

The Czech Presidency organized a number of international confer-
ences, which were devoted to these priorities, and their conclusions
were later discussed at the formal meeting of the Council of Min-
isters for Competitiveness in Brussels on 29 May. These activities
were followed by other presidency events related to current trends
in research at European and global levels. Together with the other
Presidency Trio countries - France and Sweden - the Czech Re-
public played an important role in the preparation of the eighteen-
month programme and in determining the further direction of the
European Research Area within the ERA Vision 2020.

Our programme in the area of research and development
culminated in the May meeting of the Competitiveness Council

in Brussels. Reaching political agreement on the proposal for a
Council regulation on the Community legal framework for a Euro-
pean Research Infrastructure Cansortium (ERIC) can certainly be
viewed as the main success of the Czech Presidency in this field.
The proposed legal framework will substantially reduce financial

eration of European research infrastructures. At the same time,
it will facilitate cooperation between scientists and help remove
barriers to investment in science and research. The Council also
adopted Conclusions on the Research Infrastructures and the re-
gional dimension of the European Research Area (ERA). They aim
to highlight the regional dimension of the European Research
Area and its balanced development as well as the accessibility of
financial resources for European research infrastructures.

The Council Conclusions on the evaluation and impact assess-
ment of European research framework programmes follow on
from the EUFORDIA conference that took place in Prague at the
end of February. The conference outcomes constitute substantial
progress on the way to a higher effectiveness of investment in
research and development.

Other Council Conclusions adopted at the Competitiveness
Council meeting in May related to the first steps towards the
realization of the ERA Vision 2020.

The informal meeting of ministers for research and develop-
ment, which took place in Prague at the beginning of May, dealt
primarily with two areas included in the implementation of the
2020 Vision for the ERA. Part of the negotiations concerned the
relationships within the Knowledge Triangle (research, education
and innovation) at the level of palicies and human resaurces
development in research. Representatives of three important
European institutions promoting the interests of organizations
representing research programme financing (EUROHORCS), the
pasition of European universities (European University Assacia-
tion - EUA), and the position of business (Business Europe) were
invited to the discussion. The second area comprised discussion
about a document related to the status of researchers which
had been drafted by Portuguese and Luxembourg ministers dur-
ing the French Presidency (2 half of 2008).

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Priority No. 1: European
research infrastructures

The planning, building and operation of large research infra-
structures, i.e. large, mainly international research establish-
ments, are among the basic preconditions for developing
top-class European research. The strengthening of ERA's
importance in the area of research infrastructures, and the
implementation of the ESFRI (European Strategy Forum on
Research Infrastructures) Roadmap, requires a strategy.
This strategy was formulated, and part of it even success-
fully implemented, during the Czech Presidency. Concrete
steps towards implementation of the ERA Vision 2020 in the
area of research infrastructures were discussed during the
preparation of the document for the Ljubljana Process and
were summarized in a document attached to the Council
Conclusions. Although discussions will naturally continue, the
(Czech Presidency provided a significant impetus in steering
the discussions, for example by pointing out the necessity to
deal with financing access to research infrastructures at a
European level.

Another important topic for the development of research
infrastructures was that of enforcing the Council regulation
on the Community legal framework for a European Research
Infrastructure Consortium (ERIC). The newly created research
infrastructures can assume European legal form. European
legal form reduces the administrative burden while benefiting
from all advantages of being an international organization.
We can already see the first results of the work done by the
(Czech Presidency: a steering committee for ERIC was estab-
lished in autumn 2009 and we can expect the first research
infrastructures within this new, all-European form of legal
status at the beginning of the year 2010.

The third prioritised area of the Czech Presidency was the

regional dimension of ERA research infrastructures. The most
significant event aiming to strengthen this dimension was the

Conference: Research Infrastructures and the Re-
gional Dimension of ERA

The conference “Research Infrastructures and the Regional
Dimension of the European Research Area”, organized by the
(Czech Presidency, took place at the Prague Congress Centre
on 24 and 25 March. More than 300 participants, many of
them leading experts from 27 member states and some
associated countries, participated in the event. The start-

ing point of the conference was the assumption that every
research infrastructure is a natural knowledge triangle where
people from universities, research institutions and the busi-
ness sector meet. The conference agenda included practical
topics such as research infrastructure management models
and their evaluation and financing, while a common theme of
the discussions was the unique opportunity to use structural
funds for involving new member states in the ERA.

Europe is facing not only a long-term lack of interest in

a career as a researcher among young people, especially
women, but also a “brain drain” towards better condi-
tions in other continents. The problem of human resources
development in the area of research and development and
the mobility of researchers were already key topics in 2000,
when the Lishon Strategy was formulated and at the same
time the European Research Area (ERA) was defined. The
urgent demand for quality human resources in research and
development and for mobility of researchers will continue
to grow with the development of international cooperation,
top-class centres and all-European research infrastructures.
Furthermore, mobility expands the sphere of activity of

researchers, develops their expert knowledge, skills and flex-

ibility, and should therefore become a natural part of young
researchers' career development.

Apart from the informal meeting of ministers responsible
for research and development, progress in these topics was
also helped by two international conferences organized by
the Ministry of Education, Youth and Sports. The confer-
ence “Researchers in a Europe without Barriers” mapped
European activity in identifying talent and encouraging its
further professional development and mobility. The confer-
ence "Changing Research Landscapes: 10 Years of Women
and Science” was devoted to the role of women in science.

Conference: Researchers in a Europe without Barriers

The conference “Researchers in a Europe without Barriers”,
in which more than 300 representatives of universities,
research institutions, students and research administra-
tors from the whole of Europe participated, was organized
by the Czech Presidency in response to the key topics

of existing tools. One very positive aspect of the confer-
ence was the participation of high-level representatives
from significant European institutions such as EUROHORCS
(European Heads of Research Councils), ESF (European
Science Foundation), EUA (European University Association),
ALLEA (All European Academies), LERU (League of European
Research Universities), EURODOC (European Council of Doc-
toral Candidates and Young Researchers), who welcomed
the conference as the first opportunity publicly to express
their views on the initiative of the European Partnership

in research and development and present their role in this
process. Conclusions from the conference were submitted to
the Council of Ministers in May, while documents from the
conference can be found at www.eramaobility.cz.

Conference: Changing Research Landscapes:
10 Years of Women and Science

Another event under the Czech Presidency was one which
marked the tenth anniversary of activities organized by
the European Commission and member states in support
of women in science. This was the conference “Changing

Priority No. 3: Evaluation
of European research
programmes

The Framework Programmes for research and technological
development in the EU present, thanks to their budgets, the
greatest long-term opportunity for cooperation between
science, research and industry teams. The European Union
perceives the programmes as a very important tool for raising
Europe’s competitiveness at a global level and therefore
keeps increasing their budgets. Every year, the budget of the
current 7" Framework Programme is at least 40 % higher
compared to the previous programme. There is general agree-
ment among EU member states that the evaluation of results
achieved by scientific and technical research teams in these
programmes needs to be improved in future.

The EUFORDIA Conference

The evaluation of the Framework Programmes also obtained
due acknowledgement from the Czech Presidency, which
organized a conference EUFORDIA (EUuropean FOorum for
Research and Development Impact Assessment) in Prague on
24 and 25 February. The conference programme was based
on proposals by the Technology Centre of the Academy of Sci-
ences of the Czech Republic within the framework of a project
of the Czech Ministry of Education, Youth and Sports entitled
“National Information Centre for European Research”. The
draft programme was finalized and approved by the interna-
tional Programme Committee consisting of representatives of
the European Commission, the European Court of Justice and
the Presidency Trio. The EUFORDIA Conference, which brought
together 300 experts from 28 countries, proposed additional
criteria for assessing the Framework Programmes adopted by
the Council at its meeting on 29 May. The Swedish Presidency
will further develop these recommendations in its work on the
next Framework Programme, which will indeed be the eighth
such programme.

The EuroNanoForum Conference 2009, organized by

the European Commission, was the fourth in a series of
international conferences held biennially in the country
holding the EU Presidency. The topic, “Nanotechnology
for a Sustainable Economy”, proposed by the Technology
Centre of the Academy of Science of the Czech Republic,
gained the support of the Commission. This was because
it matched its intention to use the conference format

in order to better specify main research trends in the
areas of nanotechnologies, materials and new production
technologies which were dealt within the 7" Framework
Programme. It is also a topic that is highly significant for
seeking solutions to the current economic crisis.

780 experts from 36 countries participated in the Euro-
NanoForum 2009, held in Prague from 2 to 5 June. The
scope of the conference covered the area of nanote-
chnologies in a highly comprehensive manner. Subjects
dealt with in relation to nanotechnologies included higher
education, research and the application of nanotechnolo-
gies to the automotive, electrical engineering and chemi-
cal industries, to medicine and environmental protection,
and to other economic sectors, and the ethical aspects of
the use of nanotechnologies. Discussions ran in 30 expert
sessions and can be regarded as the most wide-ranging
global meeting dealing with the topic of nanotechnologies
in 2009.

The last event hosted by the Czech Presidency in the area
of research and development was the meeting of the

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Cooperation with the
Academy of Sciences
of the Czech Republic

The Academy of Sciences of the Czech Republic was patron
of a number of events related to priorities concerning
science, research and innovation in the areas of materials
research, energy sources, biological and environmental
aspects of sustainable development, and the development
of research infrastructures in Czech society. These events
were part of the accompanying programme organized by
the Ministry of Education, Youth and Sports that focused
on research and development, and presented top-class
scientific results.

Opportunities for our technological future, prominent,
world-renowned scientists and policy-makers, projects for
future European exploratory research, a declaration on
doubling investment in the area of cutting-edge research
into information technologies, not to mention a few rabots
- all this was present at the initiation forum for future and
emerging technologies FETO9 - Science Beyond Fiction.
The ERA 2009 Conference, related to this event, initiated
an exchange of opinions among representatives of lead-
ing research institutions on the ERA Vision 2020 and on
issues concerning the future management of the European
Research Area. Another accompanying event, the seminar
“ICT Research and Innavation”, resulted in formulation of
a European Commission Communication on information

technologies, whose further development should reflect sup-

ply and demand in compliance with social priorities.

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Priorita prvni: Autonomie
sportu

Béhem setkani vrchnich Fediteld odpovédnych za oblast sport(,
které se uskutecnilo v Praze ve dnech 28. a 29. dubna 2009 se na
téma autonomie ve sportu rozvinula rozsahlejsi a dlouhodobd dis-
kuse, ktera prispéla k dohodé na spolecnych aspektech v oblasti
autonomie sportu na drovni EU.

Priorita druha:
Dobrovolnictvi ve sportu

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Priority No.1: The autonomy
of sport

The objective of the Czech Presidency, apart from describing the
current state of affairs, was to present proposals for the reconcilia-
tion of diverging approaches to this topic in EU member countries.

The Czech Presidency proposals did not intend to bring about a
radical change in the current situation as regards the autonomy
of sport. Rather, the intention was to identify those comman
interests where the positions of EU bodies and those of European
sport could gradually come together and be harmonised.

During the meeting of Directors General responsible for sport, which
took place in Prague on 28 - 29 April 2009, an extensive and long-
term discussion was initiated that has contributed to an agreement
on common aspects related to the autonomy of sport at EU level.

Priority No.2:
Volunteering in sport

In the course of its presidency period the Czech Republic dealt with
the issue of voluntary work in the area of sport and focused on the
specific characteristics of non-profit sports organisations. The year
2011 will be declared the European Year of Volunteering.

As part of its preparation for this topic the Czech Presidency car-

ried out an expert study focusing on the statutory definition of a
volunteer in sport, state support for volunteers, the system for the
training of volunteers in sport and the economic effects of their
engagement. The Czech study, which was presented at the meeting
of Directors General for sport and received a positive response from
the participants, endorsed the study on volunteering in sport that is
being carried out at EU level and provided a major contribution to the
activities of the EU Working Group on “Volunteering in Sport”.

Last but not least, the Czech Presidency put forward a document
entitled the Prague Memorandum on Volunteering in Sport, which
was approved and adopted by the participants in the meeting.
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Priorita prvni: Evropsky
pakt pro mladez

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Priority No. 1: European
Youth Pact

As in the case of education and research, the prime task in

the field of youth was to prepare Key Messages for the spring
meeting of the European Council. It focused on the deeper
implementation and visibility of the European Youth Pact. The
European Youth Pact was adopted as an integral part of the
revised Lishon Strategy in March 2005 and its aim is to ensure
that the specific needs of young people are taken fully into ac-
count in the Lisbon Strategy implementation process. The Pact
facilitates an easier implementation of the Lishon objectives.
In this way it assists in improving youth education, vocational
training, mobility, employment and social inclusion, and at the
same time helps towards a better reconciliation of work and
private life.

The Czech Presidency stressed, in particular, the necessity of
continuing with the implementation of the European Youth
Pact during the next presidency. It therefore prepared issues
for the ministers' debate during the February meeting of the
Council, the aim of which was to exchange experience on how
this document is implemented at national level.

Ministers responsible for youth believe that member states
should make every effort to facilitate the smoath transition
of young people from education, or inactivity/unemployment,
to employment. Such a process should go hand in hand with
tackling specific problems caused by the economic crisis.
Young people may contribute significantly to the fulfilment

of objectives aimed at economic recovery and the creation of
more jobs, and at dealing with social cohesion problems and
Europe’s competitiveness. The revised Lisbon Strategy for the
period after 2010 should assign a much greater importance to
young people.
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Priorita druha: Vyhodnoceni

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Priority No. 2: Evaluation

of the existing framework for
European cooperation in the
youth field

At its May meeting, the Council of Ministers adopted an evalu-
ation of the existing framework of European cooperation in

the youth field which forms a conclusion to the first eight-year
period from 2001 and proposes the principal direction for the
following years. The preparation of this evaluation constituted
the main task for the Czech Presidency in the area of youth. It is
also necessary to work towards broader opportunities for mutual
learning and the exchange of good practices, which make up an
integral part of the Open Method of Coordination. Moreover,

it is important to make better use of information collected and
analyses.

On 27 April, the European Commission issued a Communication
entitled the "EU Strategy for Youth - Investing and Empowering

- renewed Open Method of Coordination aimed at challenges and
opportunities in the youth field". The document presents a strategy
for youth at the EU level for the next nine years (2010-2018).

The objective of the strategy is to invest in young people and to
strengthen their role through creating more opportunities for them
in education and employment, ensuring the full participation of all
young people in society and fostering solidarity between youth and
society. The Communication also proposes eight areas of activity
for the first three years (2010-2012): education, employment,
creativity and entrepreneurship, health and sports, participation,
social inclusion, voluntary wark, and youth in the world.

The proposal was presented for discussion at the traditional Youth
Event (2 - 4 June) and at the Meeting of Directors General for
Youth (4 - 5 June) held in Prague. In order to debate individual
themes for the future framewaork of cooperation in the youth field,
the Ministry of Education, Youth and Sports opted for a format of
mixed working groups consisting of representatives of young peo-
ple and directors for youth. This model was greatly appreciated by
officials from both the European Commission and member states
and was taken up by Sweden in its presidency activities.



Priorita treti: Dobrovolnictvi

Priority No. 3: Volunteering

en | Thanks to the significant contribution of the Czech Presidency,

the year 2011 will be declared the European Year of Volun-
teering. Initially, non-governmental organisations succeeded
in gaining support from the European Parliament in 2008.
Despite some initial doubts on the part of the European Com-
mission, which pointed out that its official term was to end
soon, the Commission finally agreed to endorse this thematic
year for 2011, thanks to a letter from, and the personal
involvement of, Minister Ondrej LiSka.

Volunteering was among the main topics of the European
Youth Conference held in Prague on 12 and 13 March. The
conference followed on from the Recommendation on the
mobility of young volunteers across Europe adopted during
the French Presidency. The Conference results, in the form of
key messages, have become an inspiration for the European
Commission, which has undertaken to establish a special
working group for the mobility of voluntary workers.
