1.- Registration.

2.- Visas.
A visa is required for participants from countries other than those belonging to the European Union or any of the following countries: Andorra, Argentina, Australia, Austria, Brazil, Brunei, Bulgaria, Canada, Chile, Costa Rica, Croatia, El Salvador, Slovakia, Slovenia, The United States, Estonia, Guatemala, Honduras, Hungary, Iceland, Israel, Japan, Latvia, Liechtenstein, Lithuania, Malaysia, Malta, Mexico, Monaco, Nicaragua, Norway, New Zealand, Panama, Paraguay, Poland, Czech Republic, Republic of Korea, San Marino, Singapore, Switzerland, Uruguay, Vatican City State, Venezuela , special regions in China, and Macao. 3. Transport to/from the airport.
Participants are asked to make their own travel arrangements. From the airport, the Madrid city centre is reached by subway, bus or taxi.
By subway: the metro line “Aeropuerto” (Line 8) connects Nuevos Ministerios, in the city center, with T4 in 20 minutes and with the other terminals in 12 minutes. The Airport has two metro stations: “Aeropuerto T4”, in Terminal 4, and “Aeropuerto T1-T2-T3” in the other terminals. The ticket has a surcharge of 1.00 Euro. The schedule is 06:00 to 01:30.

By bus: the EMT buses (Lines 200 and 204) that travel to the Airport leave aproximately every 10-13 minutes from the Avenida de America bus terminal, which is in the city center. The schedule is: 05:36 to 23:30.

By taxi: taxis can be found inmediately outside the terminal building. They take about 30 minutes to arrive to the center of the city.

On 20 April, after the Closing Lunch, the organisers will provide a bus service that will transfer attendants from the Conference venue to the airport or hotel.

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5.- Transport within the city.
Travelling within the city is easy and convenient, using buses or underground trains. There are two kinds of tickets: “metrobus”, a ticket that is valid for 10 trips by underground or by bus and must be used before each trip; it can be purchased at all underground stations, official tobacconist shops and some newspaper kiosks; and single-trips tickets that can be bought in underground booths and from bus drivers. The same tickets are used on subway and buses.
